Dues payments are still under 50% of the membership.  This year the dues paid was approximately $4,200 or 44 % of the members.  With 479 members the annual dues revenue should be $9,580.   

Members discussed placing names of members who are delinquent on our website and/or raising the tuition at the spring conference to include the annual dues.  No motion was made for any action.

B B & T checking account – this account was opened for the use by the Joint conference committee to make conference related payments.  The account 
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is in the VFPA's name and will be kept open for our use.  Existing funds in the account will be dispersed to the Joint Conference committee.
 
President's Report: – President Flournoy
President Flournoy congratulated 1st VP Mitchell and Rick Boyd for their work at the Joint Conference.  Discussion on the success of the conference and plans for holding future joint conferences.  Also discussion on holding the conference over a weekend and the types of social activities for attendees.

Dennis Mitchell suggested that in the future, that the VFPA be the primary co-coordinating organization since we have the most experience in organizing training conferences.
President Flournoy told the Board about the "Parade Region 3" organization that contacted him and donated $225 to the VFPA with another $775 donation pending.  The Parade Region 3 organization was recommended by the State Fire Marshal as being a reputable organization that donates funds to public safety organizations.
Membership Committee: - Sec/Treas Teevan
Motion by Sec/Treas Teevan to accept seventeen new applications for membership that have been received since the last Board meeting.  

Second by Delegate Acors.  Vote was unanimous – Motion passed.

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Training Committee:   D. Mitchell/R. Chandler (Chairman D. Rakes absent)
DFP has several classes available both funded and non-funded.  Check their website for dates.

Discussion on the FSB mini-grant program and the use of funds for training.

There is still funding available for burn building construction/repair and the smoke detector distribution program.

Merchandise and Events Committee – Delegate Acors
We will need to purchase more polo shirts for sale at the spring conference.  Other items are okay.

Legislative Committee – Chairman Jeff Flippo

Report differed.

By Laws Committee – D Mitchell (Chairman S. Hall absent)
President Flournoy discussed a proposed by-laws change submitted by Region II Director Phil Paquette:

Article VI – Election of Officers


§ 6-4  There shall be two at-large members elected for a none-year term by the general membership at the annual meeting and shall be eligible to succeed themselves in office as man successive terms as they may be reelected to serve.  It is recommended that the two  [Director]s At-Large come from different regions.  However, if the only interest in the [Director] At-Large positions exists in the same region, those recommended by the [nominating] committee, from the same region shall stand for election.
By-Law change will be advertised for consideration by the membership at the annual meeting in May, 2006.

State Fire Marshal's Office
No report.
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Fire Services Board: – Representative D. Mitchell

Three members' terms will expire in June 2006.  Two new members have been appointed from VACO and the general public.

A letter is being sent to Governor Elect Kaine to keep Mr. Hyde as the Executive Director of the Department of Fire Programs.

The Mid-Atlantic Association of Fire Commissioners is holdng a meeting in Virginia in 2007.  Virginia is the host state.  DFP is asking for logistical assistance from the VFPA.

Old Business:
Discussion on doing a joint conference again in three or five years.  

Motion by Dennis Mitchell not to have a joint conference for three years.

Discussion: 1st VP Mitchell asked that the motion be tabled until he has a meeting with the representatives from VBCOA and VPMIA to critique this year's joint conference.  Agreed and motion is tabled.

Region III Director Diamantes advised that the ICC has approved Region VII with Shariar Amiri from Montgomery County, Maryland as the chairman.  President Flournoy appointed Director Diamantes as the chairman and Dennis Mitchell as the co-chair of the VFPA Region VII committee.

New Business:
President Flournoy advised that the contracts with the Quality Inn and Suites in Virginia Beach have been signed for the 2006 spring conference.  The room rate will be $89.00.  Ten rooms are reserved for Board members.

The 2006 conference dates are May 22, 23, 24.

Hanover County Fire/EMS received a $25,000 grant from Fireman's Fund Insurance Company.

Recommendation to nominate Steve Hall for the Governor's Fire Service Excellence Award.
DFP Report: – Division Chief Russ Chandler, Virginia Fire Marshal Academy is present and reports the following:
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DFP has received ACE approval for college credits for 1031 and 1033 (5 credits in the lower level) and for the Law Enforcement School (6 credits in the upper level) 
Chief Chandler requested to be included in the Board's email distribution list.

Motion: Sec/Treas Teevan moved that the following people be added to the email list: Chandler, Altizer and Gall.  No discussion.  Vote unanimous.  Motion passed.  President Flournoy directed VP Mitchell to make the changes.

Having no more business a motion to adjourn was made by President Flournoy seconded by Director Diamantes.  Vote: unanimous. Motion passed.

Meeting adjourned at 1130 hours.
